The rising 2yo Bay Filly by Elvstroem out of Bella 
Jinsky (Encosta de Lago) 
 
 
This filly has been retained by the breeder Bill 
Cockram of Glentree Downs. Bill is a successful 
racehorse owner.and breeder who is delighted to be 
acting as the lessor to the ggees syndicate.  
 
 
The filly is currently at Glentree Downs in 
Modewarre where she will stay until the syndicate 
is complete and she will then be sent to be broken 
in.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The filly is SUPER VOBIS qualified.  
 

Super VOBIS (Victorian Owners and Breeders Incentive 
Scheme) is an internationally recognised incentive scheme 
designed to maximise market interest in Victorian bred horses 
and increase their racetrack earnings.  
 
Super VOBIS qualified horses are eligible for substantial 
bonuses when they win or are placed in specified TAB races in 
Victoria primarily as two and three year olds. Additional races 
are programmed throughout the year for Super VOBIS qualified 

horses regardless of age Super VOBIS pays bonuses for horses placing 1st, 2nd or 3rd in around 900 
Victorian races for 2yos and 3yos. Eligible horses winning designated metropolitan weekend and 
public holiday races share in bonuses of $30,000. Midweek races carrying prize money up to 
$40,000 carry a $10,000 bonus and country races $9,000.

ELVSTROEM (Bay 2000-Stud 2005) 

·  Elvstroem is a five time Group 1 winner who competed in Australia, United Kingdom, 
France and Dubai flying the flag for Australia 

·  Elvstroem beat champion Makybe Diva in the Caulfield Cup 
·  Elvstroem won Group 1’s from 1400m to 2400m – he was fast, tough and versatile 
·  Elvstroem is a son of champion sire Danehill, out of Circles of Gold who has been the winner 

of Broodmare of the Year, also producing champion Haradasun. 
·  Elvstroem’s oldest progeny are 3yo’s  
·  Elvstroem is the Sire of Carrara winner of Bill Stutt Stakes (G2), McKenzie Stks (LR), 

Henry Bucks Stks (LR), and Doomben Slipper. He has had 13 starts, winning his maiden at 
Seymour then has competed in Group/Listed company since that time – always finishing 1st, 
2nd, 3rd or 4th including a 2nd in the Caulfield Guineas (G1) to Starspangledbanner – beating 
home the Cox Plate quinella So You Think and Manhattan Rain and champion Denman.  
And has been unlucky to finish in the placings behind champions Denman and Black Caviar.  
He is a genuine good horse competing at the top level in a classic 3yo year. Carrara is due to 
compete against Denman, Linton and Set for Farm in the Australian Guineas on Saturday at

·  Elvstroem is the sire of Viking Legend, trained by Gai Waterhouse – Viking Legend won the 
Dulcify (LR) before coming to Melbourne to finish 3rd in the VRC Derby behind Monoco 
Consul and is currently on the AJC Derby trail. 
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·  Elvstroem can also produce a fast 2yo with the Mark Riley trained Innocent Gamble bursting 
on to the scene and straight to the top of Blue Diamond Stakes markets when winning on 
debut in the Blue Diamond Preview.  Touted by the trainer as the best horse he has ever 
trained unfortunately he incurred a problem and has gone out for a spell.

RACE RECORD 
Elvstroem was a champion racehorse winning five Group One races, placing at Group One level 6 
times and $5.7 million in prizemoney. He won and placed in Group Ones in Australia, Dubai, France 
and United Kingdom. He finished 4th to Makybe Diva in the Melbourne Cup on a wet track with 
conditions not suiting him.

·  This is her first living foal, her first foal a colt by Consolidator died after a paddock accident.  
·  She is by champion stallion Encosta de Lago; Encosta de Lago is the dam sire of reigning 

Golden Slipper favourite Beneteau.  
·  She is out of a Umatilla mare; Umatilla is the sire of 29 Stakes winners and 18 Stakes 

placegetters from 582 progeny to race. He had 351 winners for a winners-to-runners ration of 
over 60%. A consistent top 25 performer on the Australian General Sires List Umatilla has 
produced three million dollar earners with total progeny earnings of $29 million 

·  Carrara is out of a Hurricane Sky mare – Hurricane Sky and Umatilla are brothers therefore 
this family looks to be a good match for Elvstroem. 

·  She is from a strong, winning producing female line with her dam Umansky producing 4 
winners from 5 starters; her grand dam Oakely producing 9 starters who were all winners and 
great grand dam Belle Sauvage producing 8 winners from 12 starters.
