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THE HORSE TRAINER — TONY VASIL

Leading trainer Tony Vasil will train the horse@aulfield Racecourse, under the Aquanita Racing
banner.

Tony was a successful jockey with more than 3,566srduring his career. However like many
jockeys increasing weight led him to take up tragniln 1991 he took out his trainers license and
since then he has seldom been outside the tomib@ts on the Melbourne premiership.

Tony is regarded as one of the most astute horsemtbe country.

His ability to ride trackwork and gain an insigimta how well each horse is coping with the
demands of racing is an unique advantage he hather trainers.

Very "hands on" he demands extremely high stand&aia everyone working with him. His
attention to detail and eye for selecting qualibyiyg horses are legendary.

Prior to joining Aquanita Racing, Tony had tasted@ 1 success only once in 12 years of training,
since joining in 2003 he has added 10 more victoaiethis elite level, an example of the benefits
that joining Aguanita offers trainers.

Tony's philosophy is quite simple, keep it compaad correct. If you train a large team of horses
you lose the ability to ride each one regularly apgdreciate its progress and problems.

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GGEES PTY LTD — RACETRACK SUCCESS

The Ggees record boasts 4 syndicated horses, withrers; 3 winners on city racecourses; 1 stakes
winner and 3 horses competing in stakes company.

Ggees first horse Permaiscuous who won almost $800in prizemoney and three stakes wins
including the Carbine Club Stakes-G3 on VRC Derlay 2006, William Crockett Stakes-LR at

Moonee Valley and Pewsey Vale Stakes-LR at Morphetshe also ran Miss Finland to a nose in
the Thousand Guineas-G1 — Miss Finland of course tha winner of five Group One races

including the Golden Slipper Stakes, VRC Oaks, Aalisin Guineas, Thousand Guineas and
Arrowfield Stakes accumulating $4.6 million in pimoney. Permaiscuous retired in 2007
following a bleeding attack and is enjoying mottwerth with an Encosta de Lago foal at foot.

Nisha was a brave filly by Semipalatinsk who raoaty 14 times, earning prizemoney in 9 outings.
She finished out of the money when jumping to stdlesel competing in the Auraria Stakes and
Australian Oaks at Group 1 level, and on the otlteasions suffering from heat stress. Her career
ended prematurely when suffering a bleeding atéaxkbeing retired to stud, she is currently in foal
in Queensland to Markane.

Red Stilettos a 3yo filly by Pins won on debut ae®ng very impressively, with her career cut

short by suffering from recurring bone chips, withio knee operations she failed to make a
successful return to the track due to unsoundnesisigmms. David Hayes declared she was a
Saturday city class prospect who again was premgtuetired and is now in foal to Strategic at

Darley Stud.

Zsa Zsa Gabeel was a beautifully bred filly by Zdkdeom a blueblood family; she had 11 starts
finishing in the money 6 times. She broke her maiskatus at Cheltenham Park before competing in
the South Australian Oaks at Group 3 level.
