WHY RACE A HORSE?

To form a syndicate of twenty like minded ladiesdoe a filly. The concept provides for a fantastic

Ggees only race fillies (female horses), both wvigle consistency within the ladies theme. This
also allows the opportunity to race better qudbysed fillies who are retained by the breeder afte
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their racing career. This allows breeders to Keegutifully bred, valuable fillies as breeding $toc
without incurring the expense of keeping horse$ ugading trainers as racehorses. It is a win win
situation for all involved.

THE HORSE TRAINER — ROBBIE GRIFFITHS

Robbie has made the transition from being a sufidgeskey to one of Victoria’s leading and best
known trainers.

Born into the Thoroughbred Racing Industry, Roltmmpleted a successful apprenticeship as a
jockey riding in excess of 250 winners on both madtitan and country tracks. Robbie’s success
came early in his riding career culminating in tigriding his apprentice claim in his first 2 yeass
a jockey.

The transition to training commenced when he bedamneenan for Caulfield trainer and close
friend, Tony Vasil (another Ggees trainer who cuitlsetrains Booboisie by Stratum) and during the
next 2 years he continued to study various traimm@ghods including time spent in Ireland with
leading European trainer Kevin Prendagast.

Since obtaining a Trainers Licence in 1991 Robhie énhanced his reputation as an innovative and
successful trainer by achieving success in GroaplListed races. Considerable metropolitan
success has been achieved with Dandy Kid, who hb&l&oonee Valley record for most flat wins

at that racecourse, Danzylum, Cocinero, Happy Gening Theme, Bright Side, Tarn Princess,
Confederate Kid, Costalette, Suraya, CorinthiarhAtady Josephine and others.

He regards his biggest thrill as a trainer was wignhe Group 2 Saab Quality with Big Pat on
Derby Day in 2003, then saddling up the horsertsfi 10th in the Emirates Melbourne Cup three
days later. Robbie is a perfectionist by natungl, laaves no stone unturned to get the best out of
each and every one of his horses. He has conaashieagely on purchasing quality young horses
for his stable and has the confidence, resourcgshenright team to ensure ongoing success.

It is not surprising Robbie is a sought after teaifor many race horse enthusiasts.

Her career ended prematurely when suffeain
bleeding attack and being retired to stud, shéss lsappy
in the breeding barn.

recurring bone chips, with two knee operations fatiled to

make a successful return to the track due to urtbmss
problems. David Hayes declared she was a Satwitgy
class prospect who again was prematurely retife also is
producing at stud.

Zsa Zsa Gabeel was a beautifully bred filly by Zdbdeom a
blueblood family; she had 11 starts finishing ie thoney 6
times. She broke her maiden status at Cheltenhark Pa
before competing in the South Australian Oaks aiu@r3
level. She has also been retired to stud.

Booboisie — a 2yo filly by Stratum out of BalmoBlle is
currently in work with Tony Vasil at Caulfield. 8has
been broken in, and has completed her first prépara
where she has learnt to jump out of the gates.

She is having
short break before her first racing campaign.
